Thank you for sending us a copy of the RSS Draft for Public Consultation.  The following comments are offered by our Association whose membership, terms of reference and objectives are outlined in the attached leaflet:
Policy Env 10.

Our Association wishes to add its support to this policy and particularly draw attention to the need to retain the quality and distinctiveness of the South Pennine Area.
Policy H1

We have a concern about the demolition of residential properties and the use of their large gardens for development.  This seems to be brownfield development but in our view may be unsustainable economically and environmentally because of the high cost of securing the land and the impact on surrounding property.

Policy LCR 1 

We have concerns that job creation in Leeds will create an imbalance in the City Region.  We would like to see the policy encourage business to locate in the sub regional centres as well as Leeds.
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Policy T1

As an association of amenity societies, we believe that the aims of this policy are to be commended, however we believe there is a great need to get the message across, there are many strong opinions on transport issues and at present the private car is dominant.  There are alternatives such as active transport (any transport without a motor) but strong leadership is needed if the hearts and minds of people in the region are to be won over.  

Policy Env 9

Our Association is a member of the Yorkshire Historic Environment Forum.  We strongly endorse the YHEF stance on Policy Env 9 and its justification which identifies those elements of the historic environment and their locations which are significant at a regional scale and sets out an appropriate framework for their protection and enhancement together with how the historic environment can contribute to wider regional objectives and Policy areas.
